The Mast Step is a lightweight and corrosion free folding step for climbing masts or easier and safer sail stowing. manufactured from a special
combination of nylon/glass fibre which, together with its special design, gives it a safe working load of 140kg.

The optimum distance between the steps is 375mm. There should be two opposite one another approximately 1200mm from the mast top. No
steps are required at the spreaders.

To calculate the approximate number of steps required, take the length of the mast in metres and multiply by 2.5.
